Mercy Harde, alias Mercy Nelson, a child less
than two years was a victim of a 3rd degree
caustic burn. She was firstly taken at the
Redemption Hospital where she was admitted
for a week and later referred to the JFK
Hospital. Mercy spent over a month at JFK
with the least hope of improvement so much
deterioration. The only option was to have little
Mercy discharged but her parents did not see
it as the end of the road. They made afinal
stop at the Cynthia Nelson clinic where little
Mercy was accepted. She experienced terrible
pains by the day and could neither eat nor
sleep. Almost everyone could not stand the
sight of her wound especially during her daily
dressings and hearing her scream which
echoed around the clinic. With the expertise of
our Officer-in-charge (Donald A. Ballah) and
his team of medical assistants, Mercy's
recovery process was something beyond
description but a miracle. In barely two weeks
little Mercy had undergone vast improvement -
could eat, play, not cry and sleep quietly through the night. It was then her name was changed to Mercy Nelson
by her parents who were so overjoyed and owed the existence of their daughter to the Cynthia Nelson clinic. At
the completion of the second week, little Mercy Nelson was discharged. She now visits the clinic every two days
to have her dressing changed. She is so choppy, loving and now happy. Thank God for His intervention.
